It is not too late to put out pa-
per white narcissus now. If you
wish to force them, place in a bowl
with pebbles in the bottom, and
fill the bowl with water. Place the
container in the dark for two.
weeks, then keep in a room of 70*
degrees temperature. They will
bloom in six weeks.

Mulch after the first freeze. Rake
up all leaves. Plant sweet peas
now. Plant more bulbs, such as tu-
lips, lilies and shrubs. Move all
necessary shrubs before the ground
freezes.
