The. fact is that moat com-
panies writing auto insurant are
losing money and have been for
some time. Take the first six
months of this year, for example.
Some 440 companies which write
about half the automobile business
in the country lost fi combined Io-
ta! of $143 million 1 It. doesn't taka
a financial wizard to see that you
can’t do business on that basis.

Why are the companies losing
money? Weil, the cause is a com-
bination of several things, but
generally you can attribute it to
these two main items:

First, as a nation we have more
drivers, we're driving more miles,
we're having more accidents, and
tho«e accidents are more severe.

Second, the coat of doing busi-
ness has nkjr-i ixrWetwi 300 percent
since 1940. Verdicts in liability
suits have gone up; today it. coats
twice as much to settle bodilv in-
jury claims as in 1940. Consider
New York. There the cost-of-liv.
ing index went up only 91 percent
between 1940 and 1955, but the
average jury verdict for the plain-
tiff in the Nov* Yoik Supreme
Cow* sconced 280 perow*.
