- Stipulatio of quotas for
commercial and
recreational fishermen.

- Separation of gill netters
and commercial hand liners
in time and space to reduce
conflict in the Fort Pierce
area.

- Minimum catch length of
33 inches for cobia, which
are taken frwnently in-
cidental to mackerel

ishing.

In addition, the Council is
recommending a  man-
datory catch reporting
system for both commercial
and recreational fishermen
to provide accurate data to
assist the Council in
monitoring the effectiveness
of management measures
aimed at achieving the

objectives specified in the

plan.
