I’m over 50 years of age and

have never preached in one
place for more than three
years. In some places I have
been forced to leave town
after my work caused riots
and disturbances. I must ad-
mit I have been in jailthree
or four times but not for any

real wrongdoing on my part.
My health isn’t very good, but
I still get a great deal done.
My churches have always
been small, though located in
large cities. I don’t have a
reputation of getting along
very wellwithother religious
leaders in towns where I’ve
preached in fact, some
have threatened me and even
attacked me physically. Iam
not too good at keeping
records and have actually
been known to forget the
names of people I’ve
baptized.

However, ifyou can use me,

I shall do my best for you.
Chances are, most church

officials would throw this let-
ter in the trash. Who could be
so brazen as to even write
such a letter?
