Advice To Farmers
On Social Seeurity

Fafmers subject to self-employ-
ment tax must have a social secur-
ity number in order to receive
social security credit, Glenn H.
Pittenger Manger of the Asheville
social security office, said yes-
terday. He offered the following
advice to farm operators who have
a net profit of $400 or more from
self-employment from the farm
and any other business:

If you not have a social security
card, apply for one at your nearest
social security office. If you have
lost your card, ask for a duplicate

| card with the same number.

If it is not convenient for you to
go to a social security office, you
may obtain a blank application at
your post office. Fill it out and
mail it to the Social Security office
serving your area.

If you already have a social
security number, do not apply for
another. Use the same number to
report any and all earnings.

Your account number must be
shown on Schedule F of your in-
come tax return to insure proper
credit to your social security
account. Failure to furnish the
correct number may result in loss
of benefits.
