In a telegram to Justic De-
partment Civil Rights Chief
Burke Marshall, SNCC Chair-
man Charles MoDew said that
Miss Turner was forced to re-
move her dress, slip, and bras-
sitre, and to lie on a cell floor|
while two policemen beat her|
with their belts.

Mississippl SNCC Field Secre-
tary Paul Brooks said that Miss
Turner was arrested at 4:00 p.m.
onh Sunday, January 21, while
she:was walking with her boy-

torced her to lie down on the
cell floor on her face and beat!
her back and buttocks with their
belts.

They then made her turn over
on her back. One officer whipp-
ed her stomach and between her
legs. One left the cell, and the
other made her remove her bras-
siere and ~show her naked
breasts: Both policemen ad-
monished her not to tell any-
one about the beating.
