The United States is, without a
doubt a nation of coffee drinkers.
The imports from South America
amount to over 525,000,000 pounds
annually, of which 08 per cent comes
from Drazil. The second largest
shipper to this market is Venezuela,
11 per cent. The first cost in this
cou 11 cry averages tu cents anil a
fraction a pound, aggregating
047,000. The first record of produc-
tion in Brazil begins-- with1s70. when
10,000,000 pounds were shipped to
the United States. High water
mark was reached in ISS-j- , with 100,-000,0- 00

pounds of shipments. One
large item of expense in Brazil is to
get the coffee --to u arket. Freight
charges as high as 11 cents a ton a
mile have been paid, which from it
distant plantation to Ilio Janerio
means from $1.?. to .f2.;0 a sack.
The highest charge from Kioto New
York is ' cents a bag.

The row that finally ruptured the
linn of Gilbert & Sullivan is said to
have all been on account of a car-
pet. Their business has ahvays.been
done on a sharing system, expen-
ses of all kinds being charged
against the receipts aud the profit
that is left divided between Gilbert
and Sullivan, and D'Oyley Carte,
their manager. While Gilbert, was
in India, just after the production of
''The Gondoliers, ' Carte purchased
some ue carpets for the theatre,
and when Gilbert returned to Lon-
don he objected to the 'expense.
Carte maintained that the purchase
was justifiable, and the two appeal-
ed to Sullivan, who sided with
Carte. As a great many people have
occasion to know, (filbert is endow-
ed with a temper that is not mild,
and wheiifhe gets into a row he gen-
erally sees it through.
