Qur forocs waintain their
pusitions ou the eminences to the nortn of Alls
toona, and are entrenched on the erests of the
uills to the southeast. We hold the key to the
positions the yankees are manmavering for, though
at prescnt the opposivg armies are nearly in the
same eondition with regard to base.  The enemy
haul their supplies frem Cartersville and Ktowab
to Dailas, making a lize of over twenty miles.
Qur line is nearly as long but arranged with the
waster skill of our great Captain, with a view to
secering the best advantages of supply snd de-
feace.

We learn that on Friday the enemy attacked
Cleburne’s line, and, after a turious onset a large
vumber of them cast down their guas and threw
up their bands, cailing for quarter. Uur troops
ceawed firing.

Importaut from Below— Brtraordinary Tur-
pedo Doengs.—We learn that on Friday last the
yankees at Ncwbern szat out to Batchelor’s creek
tour large torpedoes to be “planted” 10 Neuse, at
Spring Gardeu, ten-miles irom Newbern, to gaard
agalust any rebel gunboats likeiy to be sent down
upon them. At tuis point they were removed
trowm the cars to the commissary building. Three
ot them had been safely deposited, but the tourth,
on entering the building, was struok su violentiy
that the *‘wachine’” exploded. 'The expiosion
“set off” the other three, aud as may be supposed
the four “set off” the building aud its coutents
at 2 rapid rate through the air.

One hundred mcn, inclusiog twenty negroes,
were *‘within range”’ of the missiles, of whom
sixty-thPee were instantly killed, the rest wound-
ed.
