United States troops.
E‘Iholc'troumo in Douisiana has grown
out of the illegal interference of the
United States aagthorities, civil and
military, with the internal affairs of the
State.”

It must be remembered that Mr.
Trumbull, the author of these asser-
tions, was bitterly opposed to the Ad-
ministmtion, a therefore iuclined to

the true condition of affairs,
to mect the biased demands of his pre-
judices. But, with all this, he failed to
find that the military arm of the Gov-
ernment had been used. except to sus-
tain what he pleased to twerm the
"usma-a authority exercised by Judge
Darell.” That Durell may haveusurp-
ed that authority we do not deny ; but
that was a matter that was not discov-
ered until long afterwards, and the mil-
itary authorities when they went to his
aid did not stop to consider whether he
was an usurper or not. lle appeared
to them, as he did to the President, to
be the representative of the judiciary
branch of the Governmeut. Mr. Mor-
ton, however, exculpates the President
from direct agency in thematter, as fol-
lows:

“The Constitution cnjoins the Presi-
dent to ‘take care the lawe bo faithfully
excculed,’ and this involves the enforce-
ment of the orders, decrees and judg-
ments of the courts of the United
States. DBut, by the provisions of the
act of 1570, it would seem that the
United States Marshal has a right to
summon upon the instant a portion of
the land or naval forces of the United
States, without previous authority from
the President, to enforce the orders or
precepigjofl the courts.”

This definite explanation shows ex-
actly how military aid was originally
invoked, and it is withinthe memory of
all that after it had been invoked, the
President, with characteristic desire to
preserve peace or prevent blood-shed,
ordered that the troops should support
those persous, who had been duly re-
cognized as officers of the State by the
courts in their atlempts to retain pos-
session of their oflices. o conhl not
have done less than this in complignee
with the requirements of a stepn and
unpleasant duty, and did not attempt
to do more.  If he had failed to do it
however, lic would have been liable to
the charge of usurpation himself, and
those of his enemies who were not de-
voted to the suceess of the anti-Kelloys
party at any hazard, would have de-
nounced him for not susltaining the
courts.

As it was, Senator Carpenter’s re-
port, to which the Times alludes, con-
tains the following indirect though sX1-
isfactory indorsement of his course: ,

“The people of the State are wlout
equally divided in sentiment in regand
to those two pretended governments,
The people of New Orleans, which is
the seat of government, support the
Mc®Erery government, two to one; il
it is believed that if Federal support
were withdrawn from the Kellogg gov-
ernment it would Dbe immodiately sup-
planted by the McEnery government,
The people of the State as ¢ lady, nei-
ther support nor submit to either ;rov.
ernment. Ncither gqorerament can collect
taxes for the people have vo assurance
that payment to one will prevent col-
lection by the other government. —
Bpsiness is interrupted, and public con-
fidence destroyed, god should Congress
adjourn without making provision for
tho case, one of two things must result ;
cither collision and bhuﬁhul between
the adherents of the two governments,
or the Pesident must continue the sup-
rort of Federal suthority to the Kel-
og government.”

It will be rembered that Congress
did adjourn * without making provis-
fon for the case;” and that the Presi-
dent followed Senator Carpenter’a nd-
vice in continuing * thesupport of the
Federal authority to * the Kellogg gov-
ermuaent.” It should be understoud
that this advice was based upon the
asumption that the Kellogz sovern-
ment, notwithstanding that it may have
been an usurpation, was the /e faefo
government. All the reperts' except
that of Mr. Morton, agree to the ab-
sence of a de jure government.
