Jr. Pee Wee, Jr. Bantam Packers
Remain In First Place in Pop Warner

The Packers remained in first
place in the Jr. PeeWee division and
tied for first in both PeeWee arid Jr.
Bantam divisions of the Pop Warn¬
er football's American Conference
following last week's action.

In the National Conference, the
Indians held on to first place in the
Rag, Mitey-Mite and PeeWee divi-
sons.

The defending Pop Warner
National Champion Pfafftown
Packer Jr. PeeWees crushed the
King Dolphins, 36-0. as six differ¬
ent players scored touchdowns.

Jason, Speas, Josh Bevill, B.J.
Henry, Louis Thompson, Jacob
Hopkins and Mikhael Drum all
scored on runs of 8,; 16, 22, 27, 38
and 47 yards, respectively.

Packer coach Mark McDaniel
said, "We were sluggish in the first
halff, but got better as the game
progressed.''

The defense was led by Scott
Hernandez, Arthur Thompson, Kyle
Kiser, Jason Barr and Reggie
Thomas, all of whom had at least
two tackles behind the line of
scrimmage.

The Packer's total offense was
289 yards, all on the ground, while
the Dolphins were minus-47 yards
r

for the game. The Packer offense is
averagiag 25 points per game while
allowing just 7 points all year in
registering a 5-0-1 mark.
