Gapes Is one of the mdst merlons
causes or loss among chicks. It Is
caused by mii-il- l worms that accumu-
late In thu windpipe until the chicks
uffocnte. The affected- - chicles con-

stantly try to dislodge the worms by
enping and slinking the head. If the
chicks are quite large, they can usually
manage to throw off the diKease. If,
however, the (Unease nttacks small
thicks, they usually Hiiccumh to It or
become stunted.

There ore several ways of treating
gapes, but in nil cases the first thing
to do is to separate the unaffected ones
from the rest and move them to fresh
ground, rs the disease spreuds rapidly
If tlil-- pre antidii is not taken. The
common c;irih worm is said to be a
means of sjireaiiing the disease, ns it
la very f found tj lie a host
for cape worms. If there is danger of
gapes, :i!id doors in all the coops
and keep the chirks routined when
there
