ACUTE BURGLARY ^ITUA-
TION IN WILMINGTON.

W ilm ington, Dec. 20.—T he burglary 
Situation in W ilm ington is becoming 
acu te , and  the  depredations a re  m ore 
and  m ore bold each night. Over a  
hundred  en trie s  have been m ade here 
w ith in  th e  la s t  th ree  m onths, and  as 
yet b u t one person has  been  a r re s t ­
ed positively identified w ith  th e  burg­
laries. H e is now doing tim e on the  
county roads for a  period of years, 
w hich fact, how ever, does no t seem  
to have any  appreciable effect on the  
ac tions of th e  o th e rs  engaged in  th e  
sam e trade . D uring th e  p as t w eek 
an  average  o f six or seven reported  
burg laries  have been placed ' on re ­
cord , and  Sunday n igh t eleven w ere 
reported . C onsiderable con jec tu re  is 
expressed  as to  w hat th e  final out­
com e will be. The police seem  to  be 
en tire ly  unable to  r ise  to  th e  situa ­
tion, and  th e  people a re  dem anding 
relief. All the  robberies seem  to be 
executed on the  sam e gneral plan, 
and  it  is th o u g h t th a t  one m an is 
responsib le  for the  whole series of re ­
cen t crim es. T he m an has been seen  
only one tim e, by a  lady as he was 
rifling h er  d resser. She describes 
him  as  a short, heavy-built negro 
man. T he a r re s t  and conviction of the  
guilty  party  would be hailed w ith de­
ligh t by those who* have suffered and 
those who a re  apprehensive .
