Editor CoraiER Cherryville has
been a lively cotton market this
Fall. We have three regular buy-

ers that have kept up to the top of
the market and have dravn cotton
from near tbe surrounding towns.
The cotton crop is about f of a
good average and is about all gath
ered. A heavy crop of chattel
mortgages have matured and many
of them are still standing oat in the
cold.

From the average farmer's
standpoint times are hard with but
little produce in the country upon
which to raise money besides a
short cotton crop. A farmers Alli-

ance was formed here last of Oct.,
that now numbers about one hun-

dred members with a long list of
applications for membership. Ar-

rangements are being made for an
Alliance store here soon. Tbe only
hope for the farmers, in this poor
comtry, is better and more econ
omical methods in eelliog and buy-

ing. Manufactures and merchantg
always estimate the cost of their
goods and f en add a profit upon
which to live without consuming
their capital stock. Farmers have
never Lefore had the impudence to
demand the cost of production for
tbeir predects but have been satis-
fied to let others fix the prices of all
he sells and all he buys often tak-

ing his produce nt 50 per cent un
der cost and selling him things at
50 percent over cost of production:
This course is fast bringing the ag-

ricultural classes down to ragged
halt-starv- ed heaitless tenant. If
tbe Alliance can check such a tend,
ency it will do much for the general
prosperity of tbe whole couutry.
