But when Jones left for the Tampa
Bay Buccaneers, some wondered ifdie
tie would unravel. After all, last year
UNC was accused ofhaving a bend-but-
don’t-break attitude.

Put all fears aside—Saturday, they set
out to break the Tigers.

And the Tar Heels shattered them.
“Isaid they were the best defense I

thought we played against a year ago,
and I said coming in that Ithought they ’and
be the most talented defense in the con-
ference this year,” West said. “I think
that they are.”

And that defense fed the offense, an-
other overblown question mark entering
the season.

As expected, UNC’s staple option was
wiped clean from its playbooks Satur-
day, replaced by offensive coordinator
Greg Davis’ West Coast-style passing
scheme.

That scheme sputtered in the first two

series as a penalty forced the Tar Heels
back to their own side of the field to punt
and junior quarterback Chris Keldorf s
pass toredshirt freshman Jason Peace on
the first play of his second series was

picked offby Abdullah.
But Brown stuck with his starter, mak-

ing a definitive decision about the quar-
terback shuffle between Keldorf and
redhirt sophomore Oscar Davenport,
who tore his anterior cruciate ligament
last season.

He seemingly made the right one.
On the next series, UNC scored via a

67-yard dash by tailback Leon Johnson
that setup his one-yard TD for a 7-0 lead,
and Keldorf s— and everyone else’s
confidence was back intact.

“I’m most impressed with Chris

Keldorf, after the interception, coming
right back," Brown said. “Hedidn’t seem
to panic, he handled the pressure of the
day, the pressure ofthe game real well, so
I was really pleased with him.”

JoshMcGee.whogotthestartatkicker
over senior Chris Welch, booted a 37-
yard field goal to make it 10-0 at the half,
and the rout was on.

UNC wideout L.C. Stevens caught a
pair of TD passes from Keldorf in the
third, and tailbacks Maurice McGregor
and Mike Geterboth scored in the fourth
to finish out the scoring.

“Ifeel like we answered a lot ofques-
tions for ourfans,” Ellis said. “Nowthey
know we’re a good, tough football team.
