The 
club will sell tickets to the South­
ern Pines-Robbins “Homecoming” 
high school football game on Oc­
tober 8, using these funds to pay 
off their loans for the lights cam-
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paign. Any amount not refunded 
in this way will become the con­
tribution of club members.

Many To Benefit 
By New SS Laws

Amendments to the Social Se­
curity Act designed to benefit 
millions of Americans were sign­
ed into-law by President Eisen­
hower September 1, points out E. 
M. Mote, representative from the 
Charlotte Social' Security office 
who visits the Southern Pines 
town hall the second and fourth 
Wednesdays of each month, from 
10 a. m. to noon or later.

These amendments provide for 
higher benefit payments, exten­
sion of coverage which now in­
cludes almost everyone, a more 
liberal retirement test, and a 
method of preserving the status 
of a’person while disabled.

People now getting old-age and 
survivors insurance payments 
will have their monthly checks 
increased automatically begin­
ning with the check to be mailed 
early in October. The minimum 
payment of $25 monthly to a re­
tired worker has been raised to 
$30, the old maximum of $85 has 
gone up to $98.50. The minimum 
for a single survivor will also 
be $30. The least amount for a 
family group will nO'W be $45, 
the most $200. All people filing 
in the future will receive higher
