“Banners, buttons and talka­
tive supporters" were rampart at 
the convention, Gilmore said, 
“and a vast amount of it was 
plugging Harriman. I even had a 
phonograph record with a per­
sonal greeting from. Harriman 
delivered to me. And the rest of 
the delegates and alternates, re­
ceived the same. . . an expensive 
campaign I assure you."

Gilmore commended the North 
Carolina delegation for avoiding 
a possible split on the nomina­
tion of a vice-presidential candi- 
adte. Senator Scott, he .said had 
come out in opposition to Sena­
te* John Kennedy of Massachu­
setts, wWle the state's other Sen­
ator, Sam Ervin of Mbrganton, 
had expressed oppo.sition to Estes 
Kefauver.

To avoid the split, which seem­
ed inevitable under the constant 
prodding of the two Senators, the 
dd.egation was persuaded to cast 
a “favorite son" vote for Gover­
nor Hodges, knowing that later 
they could switch support to 
someone else.
