Unwont­
ed traffic into the property, add­
ed to reports from the neighbors, 
alerted the officers. Search war­
rant in hand, ABC Officer C. A. 
McCaUum, Deputy Sheriff A. F. 
Dees and a State officer visited 
the place last Wednesday.

They found the “proprietors’” 
aU present, with their stock, two 
full cases of white whiskey and 
an empty case. Brown and Holt 

surrendered while Poole disap­
peared through a window, taking 
part of the goods along with him. 
He was picked up later trudging 
along NC 27 toward Troy, by 
Sheriff Dees and Carthage Police 
Officer J. W. McDonald. Charg­
ed with possession of non-tax- 
paid whiskey, and possession for 
sale, all have since made bond of 
$500 each for their appearance in 
Moore Recorders Court Monday.

McCallum credited the Carth­
age police with active assistance 
in breaking the case.
