strips together. At each seam tie o
string about a yard long amd a stout
cord 15 feet long to the handle to hold
up the tent, For use open the um-
brella, invert It and to ench rib tle one
end of the cord to the handle of the
umbrelln and suspend It from a tree
or other support, weighting or tyving
down the other end.
