NEW SHRIMP RECIPE! One we
like so0 much we are putting it on

our list of favorites, It boasts an
unctuous sauce of an attractive
color—the sort we remember eat-
ing in Paris, Another inducement:

in water for this dish.

The sauce has a slight
bite to it, All the better, we say,
to eat with the bland seafood,

We served this shrimp in seallop
shells as a first course for four,
bringing on plenty of toast for
sauce-dabbing.

SAUCY SHRIMP

Ingredients: 1 pound shrimp, 2 |

tablespoons butter, 1 hblespoou
flour, & teaspoon salt, 14 teaspoon
celery salt, 14 teupoon curry pow-
der, 16 teaspoon paprika, 16 tea-
spoon Woreestershire sauce, 2
tablespoons chili sauce, 14 pint (1
cup) light cream, Tabasco sauce, 6
to 8 slices bread, butter,

Method: Shell and devein shrimp,
using cold water to clean; dry well,
Heat butter in 1l-quart wide-bot-
tomed saucepan until i hisses.
Add shrimp and cook over moder-
ate heat,

flour, salt, celery salt curry pow-
der and paprika over shrimp, Re-
turn to low heat and stir to coat:
add Worcestershire sauce, chili

sauce and cream; stir constantly

Sauce will be on thin
side. Meanwhile toast bread and
spread with butter; cut each slice
into 4 triangles and keep hot in
low oven. S8poon shrimp into 4 seal-
lop shells or other individual
dishes; perch 2 triangles of but-
terd toast at sides of each shell:
accompany with extra toast, Makes
4 first-course servings. Or sérve
with toast or rice for 3 main-course
servings. Note: Use the shrimp
that count from 24 to 28 per pound
for this recipe.
