Brett said he doesn’t plan to
change the basic game plan from last
week, but will make some personnel
changes in the defense Friday night

“We're not going to make any
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major changes.” he said. “We're just
trying to improve what we are do-
ing.”

Last Friday, the Trojans had their
SIX-game \\'innmg_: streak '-n.lm.‘u! as
well as a state-best string of 14 con-
sccutive games in which they held
opponents to less than 20 points

Purnell Swett, located in western
Robeson County, is a member of the
Southeastern 4A Conference, which
1s considered one of the most bal-
anced and strongest conferences in
the state.

The league includes powers such
as Anson County and Richmond
County, which won three consecu-
tive state championships starting in
1988

Last year, Purnell Swett was 6-1
in conference play and 9-2 overall.
