What is the Speizman 
Jewish Library?

The Speizman Jewish Library 
is a Judaic library. This means 
that all of the books are of 
Jewish content or written by 
Jewish authors. You can also 
find Jewish magazines in En­
glish, Hebrew , Y iddish and 
Russian.

Where is it located?

The Speizman Jewish Library 
is located at Shalom Park in the 
Blumenthal Jewish Education 
Building (connects  w ith the 
Jew ish  C o m m u n ity  C en ter) 
across  f ro m  th e  R elig ious 
School offices.

Who uses it?

The Speizman Jewish Library 
serves children and adults, Jew­
ish and non-Jewish, the Reli­
gious Schools o f  each syna­
gogue, the C harlo tte  Jewish 
Preschool, the C onsolidated  
Jewish High School, and anyone 
else who seeks knowledge of 
Judaica. Many individuals, in­
cluding college and high school 
students, visit the library for 
research on topics such as Jewish 
life, Israel, the Holocaust.

When is it open?

The Speizman Jewish Library 
is open when the Religious 
Schools are in session. Hours 
are: Sunday, 9:30 a.m.-l p.m.; 
Monday, Closed; Tuesday &
