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GOING UP . . . Over 60 per cent completed, the new wing seems 
to daily passersby to be going up with amazing speed.

A NEW  FOOD 
SERVICE area on second floor, a t  top right, will, supply both 
the new beds as well as many of the existing beds.

T H E  SCENE AT L E FT  may have caused some inconvenience, 
but nobody complained, for the parking blues will be a thing of the 
past. Paving all the parking areas means tha t 25 per cent more 
cars can be accommodated.
