18, at Reynolds Auditorium as the
fourth presentation of the Win-
ston-Salem Civic Music Associa-
tion.

Segovia, who, single-handed, has
won for the guitar a distinguished
place in the world’s concert halls
comes to the U. S. and Canada
under the direction of Impresario

S. Hurok.
The guitarist recently returned
from his annual European tour

during which he played 70 times
in eleven countries. In London
with Sir John Barbirolli and the
Halle Orchestra, he performed the
world premiere of a new concerto
for guitar and orchestra, written
for and dedicated to Segovia by

the. noted Brazilian composer,
Heitor Villa-Lobos.
Other composers have inscribed

their works to the guitarist. The
Spanish musician made his first
concert appearance at the age of
14 in Granada. He had turned to
the guitar after studying the piano,
violin and other instruments.

Since his American debut in 1929,
he has won recognition as one of
the unique artists of our time. As
Virgil Thomson, Ne-w York Herald
Tribune critic, wrote recently:
“There is no guitar but the Spanish
guitar, and Andres Segovia is its
prophet!”
