This editor covered his first
hurricane in 1933, and the big
blow snuffed out 22 lives along
the North Carolina coast. No
less than 21 of the vicious

storms occurred that year,
setting a record that still
stands.

No one knows for sure the
strongest winds ever generated
by a hurricane, but experts,
basing their estimate on dam-
age done, place the velocity as
high as 200 miles.

In one hour, an average hur-
ricane releases energy equal to
the electric power generated
in the United States during an
entire year.
