Reports 
The Iredell County Rescue Squad 
responded to 163 calls during 
April, Donnie Perry, chief of the 
Iredell County Rescue Squad, 
reports. 

The month’s calls included: Wreck 
calls, 32; ambulance .calls, 16; 
medical stand-bys, 3; first respon- 
der calls, 65; searches, 5; fire 

department stand-by’s, 14; county 
ambulance stand-by’s, 1; and oth- 
ers, 27. 

Squad vehicles traveled 2,665 
miles, using 394.73 gallons of fuel. 

Thirty-three hours of continuing 
education were provided. The 
wreck calls included five entrap- 
ments and two pin-in’s. The squad 
is a United Way agency. 
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
