In stressing the need for whole- 
hearted cooperation in the bond 
campaign, the commanding general 
said the advantages of bond pur- 
chases should be explained by re- 

gimental commanders, battalion 
commanders, battery officers and 
first sergeants. 

Sale of war bonds at Camp Davis 

through pay reservations is expect- 
ed to increase following anticipa- 
ted passage of the army pay bill 
now before congress. Already, hun- 
dreds of men have signed up to 

purchase bonds through monthly 
pay deductions.

“We know that nobody will take 
the business away from us by un- 
der-selling. We make a fair profit 
on each item — and our volume of 
sales is such that we make far more 
money than we could hcrpp to make 
by going after all the profit per-sale 
we could squeeze out. 

“If any merchant will sell goods 
at the lowest price compatible with 
present operating costs, and will let 
people know about it through ad- 
vertising. he'll end up ‘way ahead 
of the fellow who tries to make a 

killing with a few customers.”
