WASHINGTON, March 15.—UP)— 

Mrs.* Franklin D. Roosevelt does 

not think the United States should 

feed Europe by itself. 
Other nations have things to 

contribute, she told a news con- 

ference today. 
The President’s wife had been 

asked whether she shared fears 

that the American economy would 
crack “if we feed Europe.” 

Her reply: “I do not see why we 

should feed Europe alone. Other 
countries can join with us. But I 

do not thing we will crack. We 

may have difficulties but we have 
not" had any hardships here. I 
do not want us to go without any- 

thing. but we are not going to be 
asked to feed Europe alone. The 
other nations have things to con- 

tribute.”
