OKINAWA NATIVES
ARE HUNGRY LOT

WITH THE U. S. MARINE
THIRD AMPHIBIOUS CORPS ON
OKINAWA, April 2—(P—Military
leaderg planning the Okinawa in-
vasion were prepared to find plen-
ty of trouble with the natives but
were agreeably surprised.

The natives, they foung, &re not
ferocious, just voracious. Nothing
is wrong with their mental atti-
tude that a ean of K rations won't
cure,

The Marine provost marshal, Lt.
Col. Floyd A. Stephenson of Wash-
ington, D, C. said more than 1,-
200 of them had been rounded up
so far and there was nol a mean
one in the lot. They have been
under Japanese domination a long
time and they are under-nourish-
ed and beaten down. Many are
ill with various disease in which
Okinawa abounds.

Naturally no long range program
has been instituted afier two days
of invasion but: refugee cenlers
have been established and the Ma-
rines are doing the best they can
for the unfortunate people. They
are being fed emergency rations
and sneak back into the line for
second helpings of the chow.

The natives, or “Okies’’ as they
are called by the Marines, fled
to the hills before the invasion
started and today many started
coming in voluntarily. They had
been advised to leave the cities
and air field areag by 3,500,000
pamphlets dropped by American
planes before the invasion.

Ambassador Hurley Says

Averell Harriman and his daugh-
ter, Kathleen; British Ambassador
Sir Archibald John Clark Kerr,
and officials of the Soviet Red
Cross and Red Crescent.
