close. 

Rallying strength was scarcely 
apparent at any time in the dull 
session with most offerings and 
bids coming from local traders. 
Brokers said many commission 
houses preferred to await reports 
on country marketings of grain 
since the first, of the year and to 
see if the volume is increasing suf- 
ficiently, as expected, to relieve 
the short supply condition. 

One report which induced more 

active selling of all grains near 

the close of the session was that 
more com and oats have been ac- 

quired recently than advices in- 
dicate. 

Wheat closed unchanged to 7-8 
cent lower than the previous finish, 
May $1.80 1-2; com unchanged at 
$1.18 1-2 ceilings; oats 5-8 to 7-8 
lower, May 75 1-2—3-8; rye 1-8 to 
2 1-4 lower, May $1.72 3-8—1-2; 
barley 1-4 higher to 1-4 lower, May 
$1.21 1-2. 

President Truman’s speech was 
discounted as a trading factor, 
brokers said, adding that the mar- 

ket continued to be “touchy” with 
minor influences either way suf- 
ficient to move prices. 

Scattered rye offerings totaling 
only 30,000 bushels were sufficient 
weight, one broker asserted, to bid 
the prices down about a cent a 
bushel within a few minutes. 

A report that Canada is opening 
negotiations for a five-year con- 
tract for sale of wheat to the Unit- 
ed Kingdom at a fixed price at- 
tracted considerable trade inter- 
est. It was understood that the 
‘contract, if negotiated, would 
guarantee Canadian growers a 
minimum of $1-00 a bushel for 
wheat during the contract period.
