French Troops Break Up 
Resistence By Annamites 

SAIGON, Jan. 29.French 
forces have broken the back of 
Annamite resistance in southern 
Annam and have captured the im- 
portant city of Dalat, 150 miles 
northeast of Saigon and 50 miles 
inland from the China Sea, a 
French communique announced to- 
day.
