MOSCOW, April 4—(/P)—In the 
minds of some Russians, the shad- 
ow of Franklin D. Roosevelt falls 
across the Foreign Ministers’ coun- 
cil.

Yes, said another, “Roosevelt 
really understood us. If he were 
in Moscow, we’d all be friends 
again. We'd be getting some- 
where.’’ 

I asked them all what they 
thought about this premise, and 
they all nodded. 

"There would be no trouble be- 
tween us if Roosevelt were even 
alive,” said one. 

I asked them if they really be- 
lieved the Americans were causing the trouble in the conference. 

“Yes,’’ said a man of about 35, 
who is an electrician on the sub- 
way. “You and the British. But 
mostly you Americans, because the 
British really have to do what you 
say now days.”
