Guidepost

BOOKMAN’S PLEASURE, by Hol- 
brook Jackson (Farrar, Straus; 
$2.75). 
Holbrook Jackson is an editorial 

director of a trade press outfit in 

England and in editorial control 
of fifteen trade and technical 
journals. 

To persons who live by books, 
however, he is no such person; 
rather he is one of the top book- 
men of the world and the dozen 
of all living writers on books. 

His reputation was established 
long since through such publica- 
tions as “The Anatomy of Biblio- 
mania,” which is a sort of Bible 
of the book-loving and writing fra- 
ternity, “The Fear of Books,” anj 
similar productions. 

Mr. Jackson, pursuing his love 
of literature, has produced in 
‘Bookman’s Pleasure” an antholo- 
gy which he says “shows what 
writers of books think of their 
predecessors, their contempora- 
ries, and themselves.” 

This is not a volume which you 
will want to read immediately 
from cover to cover; it is an item 
that should rest on the table by 
your bedside and which can be 

picked up and opened at random 
whenever you are in the mood for 
quiet reading on themes far re- 

moved from atomic bombs. 
In it you will find out what 

many of the great writers of Eng- 
land and the United States had to 

say on themes ranging from love 

to money, all neatly tailored and 
fitted together by a man who 
knows his authors.
