present no such teaser, and by comparison.the educational program ot
British royalty is simplicity itself.
For in a world full of curious things
none today is as curious as the
quints, who will be four years old
May 28.

the guardians wish, above all things
to keep the five from feeling, as far
as that is possible, their unique
standing.

On the other hand, some child expertsdeem it necessary that the

Dionne girls have normal companionshipsto ensure their normal development.
With this in mind, it ha3 been suggestedthat the other Dionne children

the nursery.
