This Cat ’N Pumpkin Cake,

Start
with devil’s food cake mix and
the two eggs that the pack-
age directions require. But
instead of the measure of

water, use a can of apple
sauce and then beat up the
cake as the package says.

The frosting may be straight
from a can, or you can make
your own. A few drops each
of red and yellow food color-
ing give the nice orange color.

Cat-W Pumpkin Cake
1 pkg. (2-layer size) devil’s

food cake mix.
2 eggs.
1 can (16 oz.) apple sauce.
1 can ready-to-spread va-

nilla frosting.
8 drops red food coloring.
12 drops yellow food color-

ing.
1 cup candy corn.

Prepare cake mix as direct-
ed on package, using the eggs
and substituting the apple
sauce for the water. Bake in
nine-inch pans. Mix frosting
with red and yellow food col-
oring, adding more coloring if
desired. Spread on cooled
cake. Press candy corn into
frosting on sides of cake.

Here’s a quick bread you
will like to have available
fresh or in the freezer. Spread
it with softened cream cheese
for little luncheon sandwiches
or tuck a slice or two into the
lunch box. This one also fea-
tures canned apple sauce and
is tender and moist.

Applesauce Nut Loaf

I 2 cup shortening.

Cream together shortening
and brown sugar. Add eggs
and beat well. Stir together
dry ingredients and add to

creamed mixture alternately
with apple sauce. Stir in
nuts. Pour into a greased
loaf pan and bake at 350 de-
grees for 50 to 55 minutes.
