To make the crust combine
two cups flaked coconut
with one-fourth cup butter
or margarine which has
been melted. Press on the
bottom and sides of a nine-
inch pie plate and bake 25
'minutes at 300 degrees. Cool
before filling.

_ 1 pkg. (8 oz.) cream
; cheese, softened
; 1 can sweetened con-

densed milk
1 can (6 oz.) frozen orange

juice concentrate, thawed
one-third cup light rum
1 container (4% oz.)

frozen whipped topping,
thawed

In large mixer bowl, beat
cream cheese until light and
fluffy. Add sweetened
condensed milk and con-
centrate; beat until smooth.
Add rum and then fold in
topping. Pour into prepared
crust and refrigerate four to
six hours or until firm.

Frozen Brandy
Alexander Pie

1 (9-inch) graham cracker
crumb crust

1 can (14 oz.) sweetened
condensed milk

1 cup whipping cream,
whipped

2 tablespoons creme de
cacao

2 tablespoons brandy
Shaved chocolate for

garnish
In large bowl, combine

sweetened condensed milk,
whipped cream, crate de
cacao and brandy. Pour into
prepared crust. Freeze four
to six hours or until firm.
Garnish with shaved
chocolate. Return leftovers
to freezer.

This is the easy way to
make a delicious Key Lime
Pie. Our friend Patty
Marion gave us this one
several years ago. It is extra
delicious poured into a
press-in-the-pan corn flake
crumbs crust.
