Congress, and yon will not regard it in your of-

ficial action as such." I do not propose to re-

view the argument by which this conclusion was
arrived sjit. A mere statement of the case would
seem sufficient reply. But I wish, to inform you
or rather to remind yon, that although the War
Department may not be bound by the decisions of
the State Courts, yet the Executive of that State
is. Being sorn to execute the law.s, and the laws
being expounded by the Courts, an attempt on the
part of Confederate officers to seize citizens in de
fiance cf their decisions, in the absence ef a Su-

preme Court, to decide between the parties, might
lead to unpleasant and unprofitable consequences.
It is certainly no fault ,of this government that
there'exists no competent tribunal to decide these
issue?, and it is certainly not unreasonable for the
State of North Carolina to object when a decision
of its Chief Justiceis ordered to be disregarded;
by a Department of the Confederate Government
invested with no judicial powers whatever.
Hoping and believing that you will not compel
any resort to such unpleasant steps as might result
from aji adberance to such instructions as those
received by Col. Mallett,

of the State Courts, that it is not competent for
me to review them, and in the absence of a Court
bavinrr a Superior and-appellat- e jurisdiction de
ciding to the contrary, that ' they are and must of
necessity be, to me the supreme-la- Ot Vie land.

Dear Sir: I desire to call, your attention

most earnestly to the difficulties and complications
arising from the conscription of principals tf sub-
stitutes in this State. Chief Justice Pearson has
decided recently that the law is unconstitutional,
aud further that the act of Cngres3 suspending
the .privilege of the writ of Habeas Corpus does
not apply to these men u: He therefore continues
to grant the writ, and the execution being resisted
by the enrolling offieers by orders- - from the con-- ,

script Bureau, the result will be a direct and un-
avoidable collision of State andt Confederate au-
thorities. I have taken the ground that the de-

cision of a single Judge - at Chambers does not
possess the binding force'and effect of an "adjus
dicated case," but it only operates to discharge
the individual. It certainly does this much, and
until it is overruled it is final and absolute, made
so expressly by the Statutes of this State. It
cannot bo overruled; except hy the Supreme Court
woicu uoes noi meet until. June next, in the.
meantime if a man is discharged; I am bound to
protect him; and if the process of the Court is
resisted, I am forced by my oath of office to sum
mon the military power of the State, to enforce
it. There is no escape from this conclusion.--A- n

agreement was proposed by Cief Justice
Pearson at Salisbury and accepted by Gov. Bragg
as counsel for the government subject to the ap
proval or disapproval of the same, to remove one
case to the Supreme Court by certiorari and to
bind over all others applying for writs to appear
and abide the decision there to be rendered
This gave general satisfaction and bad a quieting
effect upon the whole State. Since it has been
understood, however, that the Confederacy would
riot recognize the. arrangement, the excitement is
becoming very great and I fear much trouble will
result. Knowing, as I trust you do, my great
anxiety to avoid collision with the Confederate
authorities and everything else that might tend to
hinder its efficiency, yet Jt cannot bo supposed
that I am to omit a plain and obvious .duty, pre- -

scribed by ray official oath, - I therefore earnestly
reauest that von will order a "suspension of the
enrollment of 'the principals of substitutes in North
Carolina at. least until time sufficient be allowed
to exhaust all efforts at an amicable arrangement.
I do not know a better one than that made at
Salisbury,

t
and which, though it would deprive

the government of the services of these men un
June, would yet give still greater advantages by
preserving the peace and harmony between the
respective governments, without which all our
labors will be in vain. . You will observe that I
make no comment whatever upon the correctness
of the chief Justice's opinion. As an Executive
officer I consider I have no right to do so, neither
with all respect, do I consider you to have any
such discretion. And howeyer unfortunote it
may be to the efficient and equal working of the
government, that-th- laws of Congress are at tjie
mercy so to speak, of the various judges of the
varions States, I submit that it is not possible to
avoid.it in the absence of a Supreme Court of the
Confederacy to give harmouy and uniformity of
construction. We can "only obey the judges we
now have, and even this is infinitely preferable to
the assumption of judicial jbwers by Executive
officers, and making their will ) the law; Hoping

Many military, 'officers,
also, in violation of the law. of Congtesa, assume
the right of impressment. This evil cannot longer
ba tolerated,and I invite your aid in its suppression.
