A PROCLAMATION.
HEREAS the King, by

his royal inftruclions, has
- commznded me to iffue a

proclamation to make known

the terms and conditions on
which all perfons may obtzin grants of lands
in the faid province, 1 DO, in obedience to
his Majefty’s faid inftruétions, ISSUE this my
proclamation, and make known to all perfons,
That they may, on application to me in toun-
cil at §t. Augufline, obtain grants of lands in
the faid province of EasT-FLoRIDA, in the

following quantities, -and on the following

terms and conditions, viZ.

T'hat one bundred acres of land will be grant-
ed to every Perfon, being malter or miftrefs
of a family, for himfelf, or herfelf ; and fifty
acres for every white or black man, woman or
child of which fu h perfon’s family fhall confift

at the altual time of making the grant; and

~ “mcafe any perfon applying as aforefaid, (hall
be defirous to take up a larger quantity of land

an the family-right entitles fuch perfon to,

—on fhewing a probability of cultivation, an
ditional number of acres, nct exceeding one
mfand, may be obtained, upon paying to the

~ -eiver of the quit-tents the fum of five fhil-
gs fterling for every fifty acres of fuch addi-

tional grant, on the day of the date of the faid
rant. _
: That the guit rents of .the lands granted in
this province, arc to be one balf penny per acre,
payable to his Majefty, his heirs, and fuccef-
fors, yearly, on the feaft of St. Michael, or
within fourteen days of the fsme, to com-
mence on the firlt feaft of St, Michael, ‘which
fhall happen two years after the Date of the
rant :
g Fhat in-all grants of land to be made, regard
will be had to the profitable and unprofitable

~acres, {o that each grantee may have a propore
tionable number of one fort and the other; as

likewife, that the breadth of each tra& of land.
be one third of the lengthof fuch tra&, and tnat

the length of each tra& do not extend along

the banks.of any river, but into the main-land,
that thereby the faid grantees may have each a
convenient- fhare of what accommodation the
{aid river may afford, either for navigation or
otherwife :

That all perfons, on fulfilling the terms of
the firlt grant, may have a further grant of the
like quantity of lands, on the terms and con-
ditions aforefaid :

That for every fifty acres of plantable land,,
each grantee fhall be obliged, within three
years after the date of his or her grant, to
clear and work three acres at lealt, on that
part'of his.or her tradt, which. he or fhe -fall
think mofl convenient or advantageous, or elfe to
clear and drain three acres of (wampy or funken
ground, or drain three acresof marfh, if any
fuch be within his or he: grant:

‘That for every fifty acres of land accounted
barren; cvery perfon fhall be obiiged to put on
