Records with Fred Waring and the
Pennsylvanians_ hadl mever 'produc-
ed an album of spiritu.ln} until
the release today of Rise U, Sing-
in’. ]

Since the Pennsylvanians® Tendi-
tion of Negro spirituals, sjth as
the ones contained in this sbum,
often prove show-stoppetd - on
their coast-tocoast. concert’ jours,
it is no surprise that Waring him-
self calls “this oollection “our all-
time best.” H

The album displays some vf the
greatest selections of this wpecial
type of choral music: “Nbbody
Knows the Trouble. I've' 4
“Swing Low Sweet Chariot:} and
Joshua Fit the Battle of Jerichag.”
Some are performed a cappella,
others with orehestral accompw
ment.

Says Waring of the album: “The
process of I'umw, to sing this
great musie ig‘  one of under-
standing thlt one hearsa). The
song. must be perfecteu technical
ly, of course,'but from the moment
the notes and balance are correct,
all thought of them must be lost in
the far more difficult quality of
sincerity.”
