nomic injury disaster loans be-
cause of severe drought condi-
tions during the months of July
and August.

The Agriculture Department
declared the counties disaster
areas because of substantial
damage caused crops and pas-
ture.

Farpners and stockmen are
not eligible for financial assist-
ance from the SBA under the

The counties are: Washing-

lon, Vance, Stokes, Montgom-
ery, Moore, Martin, Madison,
Caswell, Jones and Wilson.
