A very remarkable condition of af-
fairs exists at the Treasury Department
to-day. There is no Secretary of the
Treasury nor Assislant Treasurer,
and the cash room has been closed.
No drafts have been paid sincelnoon.
Mr Cameron, it is feared, cannot legal-
ly assume the duties of Secretary,” the
ten days in which an scting Secretary
may be in charge having expired, for
the reason that Mr Conant, since the
resignation of Mr Bristow ten day ago,
has been fullfilling all the duties of the
office, and the law provides no farther
for an acting appointment. Mr Wy-
man has his bonds in every respect
regular and comple te, except that they
require the approval of the Treasury.
As thereis no such officer; lie cannot
qualify.

Mr New, who has
not yet turned over the money of the
government to his successor, has as-
sumed the responsibility of paying the
warrants that were issued yesterday
against all other payments. However,
the cash room is closed, and bLusiness
for the time being is practically sua-
pended. Judge Taft, Assistaut Secre-
tary Conant, snd the President, are in
consultation. The Deniocratic mem-
bers of Cungress disavow any respon-
sibility for this absurd state of affairs.
