FROM THE THRONE OF ITALY.

What the Forthcoming Address Will
Recommend---Change In the Cabi-
net.

LoxNpon, March 7.—The Manchester
Guardian’s correspondent at Rome
says : “The address from the throne
on the opening of Parliament, on
Thursday, after referring to the de-
preesion of trade throughout Europe,
will promise electoral reforms and a
reduction of taxes on corn and salt.
The address will also describe the dip-
lomatic action taken by Italy in order
to insure durable peace in the East.—
With regard to the papacy the address
will be entirely respeciful, but will af-
firm more distinctly than ever the uni-
fication of Italy with Rome as the ca
ita ; hikewise to reply to the circular
of the cardinals of February 28th, as
to the attitude of the Vatican. The
circular of the cardinals referred to the
renewal of the protest against ‘Vatican
usurpation.’”

RomE, March 7.—At the cabinet
council, yesterday, Bignor Crispi re-
signed as Minister of the Interior, Sig-
nor Depretes, President of the Council
and Minister of Foreign Affairs, will
provisionally administer the depart-
ment. Bignor Crispi succeeded Baron
Nicateva in the Interior Department
after the last crisis in the hope of re-
conciling the liberal party with the
cabinet,
