The second assistant postmaster gen

partment would allow them, July 1,
1878, an amount equal to the abatement
of five per cent out Of the specific ap
propriation of $125,000,1 desire to say
that the amount appropriated for the
railroad service is so much less than will
be required that unless Congress makes
sufficient anoroDriations much of the
service now in operation will have to be
discontinued, in order to oring tne cost
for 1879 within the appropriation. It
will be necessarv. therefore, to notary
the roads at once that the allowance
can onlv be made for the period from
July 1 to December 31, 1878, and that be-
yond this, this office will, of course, be
governed by Congress."
