The States of California and Texas,
and the Territories of Arizona and New
Mexico, constitute the Department of
the Rio Grande. F. W. James, Major-

is hereby assignedq, to thecommand,with
headquarters at Austin, Texas. Corres-
pondence with headquarters of:army at
Washingion from persops residing in
the Department of the Rio Grande,
must pass through the official channel.
This army is to aggregate 50,000, officers
and men, and will be divided into five
corps. The first army corps will be
commanded by Major-Gen. F.W. James,
who will designate the proper propor-
tion of the several arms of the service,.
Regimental officers will be appointed
by the corps commander, and company
officers by the colonel, to be announced
in general orders from these headquar-
ters. The muster.in will be by compa-
nies. In cases where members reside
in several towns or villages, the muster
in will be simultaneous on a designated
day in said several towns or villages.
Carps commanders are authorized to
designate in special orders certain Sun-
days for practice for the several arms
of the service, first obtaining lawful
yermission.from the eivil authorities.
Eiach command will singly, not contin-
uously, arrive and depart from its ren-
dezvous. Corps commanders will be re-
sponsible for, infractions of the Eublic
peace. All courts martial will be ap-
pointed by the corps commander, who
will forward the proceedings, with re-
commendations, to these beadquarters
fopfinal action.: Whenevér casualties
occur.after complefe organizations, va-
cancies will be filled, when possible, by
promotion. Officers and enlisted men-
will be entitled to full pay, commuta-
tions and allowances from the date of
completing their respective organiza-
itiohs. Such claims ‘are payable imme-
diately after the commencement eof ac-
tive operations.
