lican leaders in Philadelphia is the
authority, through a most trustwor-
thy informant, for the statement that
Pension Commissioner Dudley, who
is in Ohio now, is at the head of 260
workers who are being paid $5 per
day salary and $6vper day expenses
at tho cost of the Government.
