Interest in the Senate last week
centered in Senator Butler's bill to

| make it illegal for the President of
the United State to issue = bond
call without the consent of Con-
gress. It provoked extended dis-
eussion. ‘1r'he Populists and silver-
ites of both the Demoeratic and
Republican parties favor it.

The Senate adjourned yesterday
afternoon at about half past five
o'elock without reaching an agree.
ment on the bond issue bilk. An
effort was made to secure an under-
standing that a vote ,should be
taken Monday, but complications
arose and the efforts were aban
doned. Senator Allen had the floor
at adjournment.

The Senate committee has in-
serted a provision authorizing the
clerk of the Houre to pay to each
member and delegate who is hot a
chairman of a committee entitled to
an annual elerk, for elerk hire from
the date of adjournment of the
present session to Dee. 6, 1895, an
amount not exceeding $100 a month,
this making a total appropriation
of $176,134 23, together with an un-
expended balance from the legisla-
tive act for the fiscal year of 1896.
This is new fashioned reform.

these speakers having been select-
ed by the class as their representa-
tives. These speeches had been
carefully prepared, were well de-
livered and well received by a large,
appreciative, and intelligent audi-

ence. ok
Degrees were then conferred a®

follows: The degree of Bachelor of
Arts upon Robert William Hodgin,
and the degree of Bachelor of
Science upon Addie Belle Wileon,
Geerge Loyola Morris, Mary
Bright Roberts, E. Edgar Farlow,
Amy J. Stevens. A brief address
was given to the clase by President
Hobbe, in which he referred to the
growth of the College in the eight
years of its existence as & college,
stating that 73 young men.and wo

men have received degrees, 47 men
and 26 women. He also showed
the wisdom of the trustees in mak

ing additions to the departments
of .instruction,, viz, the depart-
ments of Musie, Art and Phyesical
Training, and referred to the large
gymnasium recently erected for the
last named department.

The President then introduced
Dr. George A. Barton, of Bryn
Mawr College, who delivered one
of the most admirable addresses it
has ever been our privilege to hear,
showing how one age, in conse-
quence of its rich inheritance from
the past, needs the very best train-
ing to solve the problems of the
century 8o near upon us—questione
of government, of sociology, of
science, and of religious activity
and disquiet.

Altogether the occasion was such
as will prove of great service by
awakening the zeal and ambition
and aspirations of young people to
make the most of life.

The Bryn Mawr Scholarship
was awarded tLis year to Mise Cor-
nelia Roberson of the class of 1895.
The condition on which the Schol-
arship was founded by Bryn Mawr
opens the competition to three
classes every year, the graduating
class and the classes of the two
preceding years. The condition
was precribed by the authorities of
Bryn Mawr College, and removes
the Scholarship from any class
honor and places it upon excellence

Ramseur Items.

The Senate additions for North
Carolina in the River and Harbor
bill were left undisturbed except as
to an item for Roanoke River which
was decreased $2,000. This gives
North Carolina an increase in the
Senate bill of $126,000, making in
all $251,500 in the whole bill for
North Carolina.

Major Guthrie was must pleased
at Senator Butler's success in get-
ting his bill passed providing $125,-
000 for a post office building at
Durham.

Saturday the President sent to
the House his veto of the bill to
amend the a8t fixing the fees of
registers and receiver of the land
offices. '

The Houre bill for amendment
of the act which fixes the fees of
receivers and registers at publie
land offices was vetoed yesterday by
the President. For reducing testi-
mony to writing the biil authorized
the price to be ten cents per folio,
instead of fifteen cents, but author-
ized oflicials to secure the work for
less than ten cents if possible. The
President took exception to thie
last provision, as he thought the
price should be fixed at some figure.

In the House yesterday Represen
tative Low, of New York, introduced
a resolution providing for the ap
peintment of a committee of five
members to investigate and report
generally all the material facts and
circumstances connected with the
removal, resignation, and appoint.-
ment of employees in the Treasury
and Interior Department since
March 4th, 1893,

Sugar Bounty Act Constitutional.

Wasnixerox, May 25.—The Su.
preme court has rendered a decision
sustaining the constitutionality of
the sugar bounty act. The treas-
ury must now pay out five millions
of dollars to domestic sugar produ-
cers. The decision is brief. It
says it is an equitable consideration
for which congress had authorily
to provide. This reversees the rul-
ings of the comptroller of the treas-
ury. It requires the payment of
the bounty provided for by the last
CORGross,

For a Monetary Coaference.

Wasnixerox, May 22.—In the
House today Mr. Tracey, of Mie-
souri, introduced a resolution pro-
vitling that if no invitation be re-
ceived by the United States within
six months to send representatives
to an International Congress to
consider bi-metallism, then the
President is to extend an invitation
on behalf of this country to other
nations to send delegates to a Con-
gress to Le held here.
