Cut Or Turn Under
Standing Stalks

Flea beetles, horn worms and other
destructive tobacco insects ‘by the
thousands are feeding and breeding on
the suckers growing from tobacco
stalks standing in the fields, while the
boll weevil enjoys going to his win-
ter bed fat and content from feed-
ing on the cotton left in the fields af-
ter harvest.

“Insect damage to tobacco has been
heavy this season and anything that
may be done to decrease this damage
for another year will pay just that
much more profit. There is no good
reason why the tobacco stalks should
be left standing in the field and every
sound reason why they should be cut
or plowed under,” says C. H. Bran-
non, extension entomologist at State
College. “Plowing under the green
stalks does not hurt the land but im-
proves it by adding humus and or-
ganic matter. The same is true of the
cotton stalks.”
~ Mr. Brannon says cutting or plow-
ing the cotton stalks as soon as pos-
sible after harvest will eliminate many
boll weevils which otherwise would
feed up and go into winter quarters in
good condition for emerging next
spring. If this work was done in a
widespread way over the entire state,
early damage from boll weevils would
be much less.
