NOAH'S ARK DISCOVERED,

FINDING OF THE ANCIENT VESSEL IN 4
GLACIER ON MOUNT ARAIAT,

A Constantinople contomporary an-
nounces the discovery of Noal's ark.
It appears that some Turkish commis-
sioners appointed to investigate the
question of avalanches on Mount Ara-
rat suddenly came upon a gigantie
struciure of vary dark wood® protro-
ding from a glacier. They made in-
quiries of the inhabitants (Q 1,725 in
their report.) These had seen it for
six years, but had been afraid to ap-
proach it becanse s spirit of fieroe as-
pect had been seen looking out of the
upper window. Turkish commission
ers, however, are bold men, not de-
terred by such trifles, and thoy doter
mined to reach it, Sitnated as it was
among the fastnesses of one of the
glens of Monnt Ararat it was “a work
of enormons difficulvy, and it was only
after ineredible hardships that they
succeeded.  The ark, one will be gl
to hear, Was in & good stite of preser-
vation, although the angles—obserye,
not the bow or stern—had been a
good deal broke in its descent.  They
recognized it at onee.  There was an
Euglishman among them who had pre
sumably read his Dible, und he saw
it was made of the ancient gopher
wood of Seripture, which, a5 cvery one
knows, only grows on the plains ol
Euphrates,  Effecting an entrance into
the  stracture, which was  painted
brown, they found that the admiralty
requirements for the conveyanee of
horses had been carriod ont, and the
interior was divided fnto partitions
fifieen fect high, Tnto thres of these
only conll they get, the others being
full of ice, and how far the ark exten
ded into the glacier they could pot wll,
If; however, on being uncovered it
turns out to be 300 cubits long it will
go hard with the disbelievers in the
book of Genesis, “Noeeldless to say,"
snys the Pall Mall Gazette, “an Amer-
fon wis soon on the spot, and jego
tiations have been entered into with
tie local pachin for its speedy teansios
to the United States.”
