Interesting to the Military.
From the Raleigh News and Observer
we glean the following facts relative to
the State Guard and the proposed trip
of the military to the Yorktown celebra-
tion in October next:

General orders No. 54, jast issued
from the Adjatant-General's office, is as
follows:

. The following companies of the North
Cerolina State Guard, having failed to
comply with the requirements of law,
are hereby disbanded: Albemarle Rifles,
Company 1 First Regiment, Plymout};
Avery Guards, Company D, Second Bat-
l(::lmn, Hor%ntotil; BI:I'ewll)em Guards,
Jompany B, Foutth Battalion (colored),
Newm;%&ﬁuumm o
pany O, Fourth Battalion (colored),
Newbern; Oberlin Vance Guards, Com-
pany D, Fourth Battalion (colored), Ral-
eigh; Charlotte Light Infantry, Company
E, Fifth Battalion (colored), Charlotte.
_Thke arms and equipments ia
sion of these companies must be sent to
the State ordnance officer, at Raleigh,
within thirty days from date of this or-
der, otherwise bondsmen will be held re-
spongible for the value of the same.

The Guilford Grays, Greensboro, have
been assigned to the Third Regiment
Iofantry, Col. Gorrell, as Company F.

In addition to the encampments by
the Frst, Secovd and Third ﬁogimentl,
aud the Second Battalion of white troops
the Fourth Battalion, celored, will, it is
understood, be erdered into camp at
Goldsboro or Newbern, perhaps at the
latter place.

From Ereunt indications the expense
to individual members of the Guard on
account of the Yorktown trip will be
very small, within range of the means of
the poorest. The arrangementa for trans-
portation there. quarters, rations, etc.,
will be complete.

Before October every company in the
State, without exception, will be sub-
jected to a rigid inspection. Those or-
ganizations which fail to come up to
the standard of equipment and seldierly
ability will not be permitted to go to
Yorktown. So it behooves every com-
pany to be on its mettle. ThedGuard is
to represent North Carolina, and must
do it well. The attention of company
commanders is called to the factthata
high standsrd of excellence will be ex-
pected at the inspections aad, of course,

These certificates insure exemption from
all jury duty. Each company is allowed
twenty-five contributiag members, who
are entitled to the exemption on pay-
ment of not less than $10 annually. As
people appear to be eager toescape jury
duty, it sheuld not give each eompany
the least irouble to raise $250.
