One who has
never traveled over thig rough country
would be astonished at the fertility of
the soil, but if he will look at the im-
mense size of the forest trees—white
onks, poplars and hickories—many ol
which are from two to four or five feet
in diameter, and from 60 to 80 féet to
the first limbs, he will not be sarpris-
ed that corn grows on such lands.

Vul-
tures and hogs had picked - the carcass
clean. The body was six miles [rom
home and had evidently been there two
or three months, The knite and
clothes were identified by his family as
those ot Rogerson._Ile was buried
Sunday. From the open knife being
found close by, it ts generally supposed
that the victima was a suicide. Strange
to say, no official investigation what-
ever has been made by the citizens or”
officials of the county.
