They were anxious to scek®his
favor when he had an omnipotent
political pnll and was one of the
chief ornaments of the Republican
purty; they regarded him notonly
as the prince of good fellows but as
a very shrewd .business man who
could concoet a shady plot, and in
the pinch command influence
enough to elude thelgrip of justice.
But yesterday, when it seemed as
though his career had petered ont
and it was evident he could be of no
farther use to thew, they left himn in
the lurch and the hoped for bail
was not forthcecoming.

Dorsey’s downfall excites our pity,
for he is the natural produect of the
spoils system in polities. The whole
Star Route perfidy was the logical
result of a party poliey which
eraves power that it may swindle
the Government and then cover up
its tracks.

But if such men make us lose our

respeet for Congressional investiga-
tions and courts of justice, they in-
crease our fear of that natural law
which brings a eonscienceless career
to its inevitable conclusion with a
merciless and iron hand. Only a
few years ago thds man was one of
the bosses of his party. He stood
high in the estimation of the gentle
men who handled the Republicans
in the last eleetion. Attempts were
made to exonerate himm from grave
charges and to wash the tar from a
smirched reputation.
Now he needs a friend to sign his
bail bond and can't find him, e
has been engaged in somany doubt-
ful transactions that no one of his
old pals thinks it safe to appear in
his defence. They desert hiin as
rats do a sinking ship.

An objective lesson of that kind is
very suggestive.

Carpeted with Sand I'lies.

NEw YOREK, July 26.—A Herald
special from Tonawanda, N. Y.,
says: This village has been visited
by a plague of sand flies, compared
to which that visited on King
Pharoah fades into insignificance.
